Official transcripts must be uploaded to the SRTP Application 

system, we will not be able to collect mail transcripts. 

• Letter of Good Standing 

Only required for those in medical school, no medical school 
transcripts are necessary.

You won’t be able to submit an application if you don’t complete or 
upload all the requested documents, complete the profile section, and 
have both letters of recommendation uploaded in the system.

2024 Completed applications are reviewed by Review Committee

phone, letter of acceptance is mailed the next day.
